1 869 On November 17th, the Suez Canal
connecthing the Mediterranean and the
Red seas, was inaugurated in an elaborate
ceremony attended by French Empress
Eugénie, wife of Napoleon III. Today dozens
of ships navigate the canal daily carrying more
than 300 million tons of goods a year.

1 9 7 1 On November 24th, a hijacker who would
become known as D.B. Cooper parachuted
from a Northwest Orient Airlines 727 into
a raging thunderstorm over Washington
State. He had $200,000 in ransom money
in his possession. Cooper commandeered
the aircraft shortly after takeoff, showing a
flight attendant something that looked like a
bomb and informing the crew that he wanted
$200,000, four parachutes, and “no funny
stuff.” The plane landed at Seattle-Tacoma
International Airport, where authorities met
Cooper’s demands and evacuated most of the
passengers. Cooper then demanded that the
plane fly toward Mexico at a low altitude and
ordered the remaining crew into the cockpit.
The storm prevented an immediate capture,
and most authorities assumed he was killed
during his apparently suicidal jump. No trace
of Cooper was found during a massive search.

20 1 4 On November 3rd, One World Trade Center
officially opened in Manhattan. The new
tower, along with the rest of the World
Trade Center complex, replaced the Twin
Towers and surrounding complex. The 1,776
foot tower has 2.6 million square feet of
office space that spans over 70 floors as well
as three levels of observation decks from
floors 100 to 102.
