1 899 On August 15th, in Detroit, Michigan, Henry
Ford resigned his position as chief engineer at
the Edison Illuminating Company's main plant
in order to concentrate on automobile
production.

195 8 On August 3rd, the U.S. nuclear submarine
Nautilus accomplished the first undersea
voyage to the geographic North Pole. The
world's first nuclear submarine, the Nautilus
dived at Point Barrow, Alaska, and traveled
nearly 1,000 miles under the Arctic ice cap to
reach the top of the world. It then went on to
Iceland, pioneering a new and shorter route
from the Pacific to the Atlantic and Europe.

1967 On August 30th, Thurgood Marshall became
the first African American to be confirmed as
a Supreme Court justice. He would remain on
the Supreme Court for 24 years before retiring
for health reasons, leaving a legacy of
upholding the rights of the individual as
guaranteed by the U.S. Constitution.
