15 40 On September 27th, in Rome, the Society
of Jesus--a Roman Catholic missionary
organization--received its charter from Pope
Paul ITI. The Jesuit order played an important
role in the Counter-Reformation and
eventually succeeded in converting millions
around the world to Catholicism.

1 7 7 7 On September 3rd, the American flag was
flown in battle for the first time during a
Revolutionary War skirmish at Cooch's
Bridge, Delaware. Patriot General William
Maxwell ordered the "Stars and Stripes"
banner raised as a detachment of his infantry
and cavalry met an advance guard of British
and Hessian troops. The rebels were defeated
and forced to retreat to Brandywine Creek
in Pennsylvania, where they joined General
George Washington's main force.

1 779 On September 21st, the Louisiana governor
and Spanish military officer Bernardo de
Galvez, with the aide of American troops and
militia volunteers, captured the British post
and garrison at Baton Rouge, located in what
was then British-controlled West Florida.

19 85 On September 11th, Cincinnati Reds player-
manager Pete Rose got the 4,192nd hit of
his career, breaking Ty Cobb’s major league
record for career hits.
