Before its purchase, Louisiana encompassed
a large part of the American Midwest; from
the Mississippi to the Rockies.

It was the
first of seven wins, the most of any pitcher in
MLB history.

On November 3rd, Democrat Bill Clinton
was elected President of the United States,

H. W. Bush. A former Arkansas Governor,
he became the first two-term Democratic
President since F. D. Roosevelt.
