Secure Cam Arms

Cam arms should be secured in the “down” or
“closed” position on couplers.

Partially-open or fully-open cam arms on hose
assemblies are dangerous. This hazardous condition
can be caused by a number of different factors. Three
of the most common are:

1) The operator fails to insure that the cam arms
are fully closed upon hooking-up the assembly.

2) High vibration within the pumping system,
combined with worn or missing gaskets.

3) High “impulse shock” within the pumping system
causing severe wear on various parts of the
coupler.

Whatever the cause, this unsafe condition must be
corrected.
